Post-examination Activities (For S.1 to S.5 Students)

The Post-examination Activities are to be held from 26™ June to 10™ July, 2024. Enclosed please find the
details of the activities [see Appendix I-V (Chinese Version only)]. Parents and students should carefully
check the timetable of the activities that they are required to attend and return to school accordingly.
Unless a prior notice is given, students must arrive at their classrooms 5 minutes before the activity starts
for attendance-taking. All post-examination activities are regarded as regular school days. Therefore, all
students must be punctual and wear standard summer school uniform when attending these activities.

If students need to apply for leave on special occasions, they should follow standard procedures; otherwise
their absence will be regarded as truancy. Some activities only apply to specific groups of students. The
teachers-in-charge will distribute notice to the students concerned or write the event in the school/parents
correspondence in the Student Handbook. If students have not been arranged to attend any activity, they
are not required to go to school.

4. Notes for Summer Holidays and School Opening of the Next Academic Year (For S.1 to S.5
Students)

Students should take note of the following during the summer holidays:

(a) During the summer holidays (except public holidays), the opening hours of the General Office
is: Monday to Friday, 9 am to 5 pm; Saturday, 9 am to 12 noon. Should parents or students
need any assistance, please contact the staff and/or teachers in the General Office.

(b) From 25" July to 7™ August, 2024, the school will carry out large-scale school building repair
and maintenance work. During this period, the school will not be opened to the public, and all
student activities on campus will be suspended. Students must not return to school to avoid
accidents. If you have any enquiries, please contact the staff in the General Office.

(c) Parents are encouraged to remind children to participate in healthy activities under adequate
measures, read more and make good use of their time during the long summer holidays. For
example:

(i) Please keep your child as far as possible from any unsuitable public entertainment venues
such as game arcades and cyber arcades where they may meet gangsters or other people who
may bring undesirable influences on your child.

(ii) Refuse the lure of smoking, alcohol and drug and raise awareness of the detrimental effects
brought about by drugs.

(iii) Students should complete all his/her summer holiday assignments and prepare well for the
next academic year.

(d) If there’re any activities organized by the school during the summer holidays, teachers in charge
will issue notes to inform parents of the details. Should you have any enquiries, please contact
the school.

(e) For security reasons, students should wear neat and tidy summer school uniform or P.E. uniform
when they return to the school premises.

(f) The results of the class arrangement for the next academic year will be announced between 7
and 9" August, 2024 through E-class. Students can log in and check their allocation.

(g) The next academic school year starts on 2" September, 2024 (Monday). All students must
arrive at school before 7:55 am in full summer school uniform. They should go directly to their
classrooms for attendance. The dismissal time will be 11:00 am. Students who do not dress
properly will undergo disciplinary action on the same day.
